Grand Duke Jean, the father of Luxembourg’s current Head of 
State, Grand Duke Henri, actively participated in the D-Day land-
ings. Grand Duke Jean is a Knight of the Garter and Colonel of 
the Irish Guards, and therefore rode, and now stands, immediately 
behind HM The Queen Elisabeth ll during the “Trooping the 
Colour” ceremony.

Luxembourg has 6 golf courses, most of them within 30 minutes 
drive of the Capital.

The ASTRA satellites are owned by and controlled from Luxem-
bourg.

On June 14th 1985, the famous ‘Schengen agreement’ was signed 
aboard the ‘MS Princesse Marie-Astrid’ Moselle pleasure cruiser 
anchored at the Schengen quay. The agreement came into effect 
on March 26th 1995; it abolishes internal customs controls between 
signatory countries, and has brought about the “Schengen Visa”, 
thus making the name of this small quiet village internationally 
famous.

As one of the six founding members of the Euro-
pean Union, Luxembourg is a European crossroads 
in every sense of the word.

 

Luxembourg City, the capital and largest city of the 
country, is the seat of several European Union insti-
tutions: the European Court of Justice, the Perma-
nent Secretariat of the European Parliament and 
the European Investment Bank.

 

Although Luxembourg is a very small country com-
pared to its European neighbours, it was in Luxem-
bourg where the concept of a unified Europe was 
born.

Luxembourg is the sixth smallest country 
and the only Grand Duchy in the world. 
The country measures just 82 kilometres 
(maximum North-South) by 57 kilometres 
(maximum East-West), and has a population 
of 493,500 comprising the highest propor-
tion of inhabitants with a foreign passport 
among EU countries.

Luxembourg has more Michelin-starred 
Restaurants per square mile (or per head of 
population) than any other country in the 
world.

Luxembourg’s Head of State, Grand Duke 
Henri is the youngest European Monarch.
